AGENDA ITEM #1: CALL TO ORDER

Chair Rogelio Gonzalez called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m.

AGENDA ITEM#2: ROLL CALL

Roll call was done by way of a sign in sheet at which time a quorum was determined.

AGENDA ITEM #3: APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Chairman Gonzalez asked if there were any additions, deletions or changes to the agenda.

Mr. Capra made a motion to approve the agenda. Mr. Newell seconded the motion. The
motion was approved unanimously.

AGENDA ITEM #4 APPROVAL OF MINUTES FOR AUGUST 15, 2007

Chairman Gonzalez asked if there were any additions, deletions or changes to the minutes.
Ms. Rauth stated that her name was Terry not Tim, as reflected in the members list.

Mr. Newell made a motion to approve the corrected minutes. Mr. Hauschild seconded the
motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

AGENDA ITEM #5: PUBLIC COMMENTS

There was no comment from the public.

AGENDA ITEM #6:REGIONAL TRANSIT EFFICIENCY STUDY

The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) commissioned Tindale-Oliver and Associates
to conduct a region-wide analysis of the paratransit and fixed-route bus services for the northern
counties in FDOT District 4. The major emphasis of the study was the development of tools and
methods for converting paratransit service trips to fixed-route bus service. Mr. Ball provided a
presentation on the study

A copy of the presentation is available upon request.

Committee members discussed funding to support transit. Ms. Perrotta stated that St. Lucie
County has an MSTU and that she has brought before the Martin County board the idea of a %-
cent sales tax to fund their transit.

Ms. Tanis stated that she had an email from Larry Merritt about the TCC funding condition and
for the funding to continue through June 2009 the two boards would need to move ahead with an
RTA.

Mr. Newell made a motion to accept the Regional Transit Efficiency Study and the need to
establish an RTA subject to further discussions on funding. Mr. Capra seconded the
motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

Joint TAC meeting
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AGENDA ITEM #7: CREATION OF REGIONAL TRANSIT AUTHORITY

The creation of a regional transit authority has been considered for the Port St. Lucie Urbanized
Area (UZA)/ Transportation Management Area (TMA) for some time. The Transit Funding and
Governance Study and the Regional Transit Efficiency Study, funded by FDOT and recently
presented at the joint Martin/ST. Lucie M/TPO meetings, include options for the creation of a
regional transit authority. After the 2000 Census merged the former Ft. Pierce UZA and the
Stuart UZA into the Port St. Lucie UZA, both the Martin and St. Lucie M/TPOs made certain
regional commitments in order to remain separate entities. One of these commitments was to
develop a proposal for establishing and implementing a regional transit authority as outlined in
their respective apportionments plans sanctioned by the Governor in 2004.

Ms. Timmerman made a motion to authorize staff to investigate actions needed to move
forward with an RTA and then provide input to the M/TPO. The motion was seconded by
Ms. Keen. The motion was approved unanimously.

AGENDA ITEM #8: CR 609 PACE (PRELIMINARY AND CONCEPTUAL
ENGINEERING) STUDY

Mr. Li introduced Mr. Colucci from the Corradino Group to provide a presentation on this study.
A copy of this presentation is available upon request.

Mr. Colucci explained that FDOT hired them to conduct a Multimodal Planning and Conceptual
Engineering (PACE) Study for the development of an appropriate corridor concept for the
construction/connection of County Road 609 through Martin, St. Lucie and Indian River Counties
(formerly identified as Citrus Highway). The intent of the PACE study is to evaluate the corridor
by considering the following factors: environmental, travel demand, typical section alternatives,
corridor alignment alternatives, utilities, right-of-way and project costs. FDOT studied this
corridor in the early 1990s, which resulted in the identification of CR 609 as a preferred future
north/south corridor alignment connecting the Treasure Coast region.

An AART (Alignment Alternatives Research Tool) was used to identify alternative alignments
for the CR 609 future north/south corridor based on attributes and criteria that were ranked based
on input from each of the three counties (Martin, St. Lucie, Indian River).

The committee members had discussion on the three alignments that were presented. There were
suggestions to the consultant that they include information on the greenspace provided with each
alignment and to include indications of the east/west connections.

Several members stated that the consultants should review with city and county engineers and
planners to insure that they have the most current information with regard to comprehensive plans
and amendments to those plans.

AGENDA ITEM #9 TRAFFIC SIGNAL PREEMPTION TECHNOLOGY

Traffic signal preemption systems are designed to activate or extend green time for emergency
and transit vehicles as they approach signalized intersections while providing a red light to
conflicting approaches. The most commonly reported benefits of using traffic signal preemption
include improved response time, improved safety and cost savings. Mr. Weichselbaumer from
GTT provided a presentation on this technology.

There was a discussion of the cost of the system and who typically pays for it. Committee
members discussed the frequency being used and the fact that the school system was using a
similar system for tracking their school buses.
