




















Ms. Beltran said that the Board needs clarification on its role with the CTC. She recommended
inviting a member of the TD Commission to the next LCB-TD meeting. The Members concurred.

Ms. Beltran asked if it was the pleasure of the Board to ask that the CTC provide their policy in
regards to how the distribution of trips takes place. Ms. Matreci suggested that MTM could
arrange for remote conferencing via WebEx with the Board Members to show them how MTM’s
system “shops” and allocates a real trip request. Ms. Matreci said that the participating me abers
would have to sign a confidentiality statement because the system would be presenting actual
personal data from the customer/rider. In this way, the Members would be able to see how a trip
is set up and what shows up in the system once the rider has answered all the questions.

Ms. Beltran asked if the Board would be interested in having Staff look at other Counties to see
how their CTCs allocate trips among their various providers. Vice Chair Bols stated that he was
under the impression that this process was performed automatically by MTM’s system. Ms.
Matreci offered to ask their Business Solution Group for a possible workflow that would help
clarify the trip allocation process. Ms. Woods suggested that MTM would provide the parameters
established for each provider as to their availability, their preferred hours of operation, their
exceptions/restrictions (i.e. not out-of-County trips), etc.; so the Members could understand what
are the assumptions under which the trips allocation are being made. Ms. Matreci agreed to
provide these parameters.

Ms. Beltran asked if the issue of CTC’s high overheads cost should be examined. Vice-Chair Bols
said that high overhead costs were common throughout the State of Florida. Ms. lanuzzi dissented
and she said that, given the economy, businesses should consider administrative cutbacks. Ms.
lanuzzi suggested that perhaps cutbacks should be considered before cutting back the number of
trips provided.

In recapping the issues that would require follow up, the Recording Clerk mentioned:
e Requested MTM’s policy for trip allocation procedures
e Requested MTM’s parameters established for each providers under which the trip
allocation assumptions are being made
Review/discuss MTM’s high overhead

Invite a TD Commission representative to the next LCB-TD meeting

Ms. Van Etten reiterated the importance of requesting that a TD Commission representative attend
the next meeting to clarify how the implementation of the CTC contract should take place, how
the referral process should proceed with multiple providers, and also to talk about the annual
LCB-TD training that would be coming up soon.

Ms. Beltran requested that MTM would bring back the Workforce Solutions contract for its review
before it is signed. Ms. Sanders concurred.

No approval of the CTC Evaluation Report was made at this time. Approval was differed
until the next meeting after follow up requests have been addressed.
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C.Transportation Disadvantage Annual Conference Summary by Ms. Angela Van Etten

As background, the Commission for the Transportation Disadvantaged held its 18th Annual
Transportation Disadvantaged Training and Technology Conference on July 12-15, 2010 at the
Renaissance Hotel at SeaWorld in Orlando. The MPO agreed to pay for the Chairman of the
LCB-TD or his designee to attend this conference. Ms. Angela Van Etten was selected as the
Chairman’s designee to attend the conference.

Ms. Van Etten proceeded to highlight some of the points from the Conference Report she wrote,
and which was attached to the agenda package for the Members information (copy on file).

Ms. Van Etten made a motion that the Board would recommend to the MPO setting aside a
budget so that, at least, one (1) MPO Staff and one (1) Board Member would attend the 2011
Annual TD Conference. The motion was seconded by Ms. Barnes.

Ms. Van Etten felt that it was very important that an MPO representative should be attending the
conference in the future. Ms. Beltran took the opportunity to introduce the new MPO Staff, Ms.
Claudette Mahan, Associate Transit Planner, who would be occupying the vacancy left by Ms.
Lisa Sanders.

There being no further discussion, the motion passed unanimously.

Among some of the points that Ms. Van Etten highlighted were the great need for cooperation and
coordination among the transit community, especially as regionalization is impending. She also
mentioned that there is a lot of competition and more groups wanting to provide transportation.
Ms. Van Etten stated that there was a lot of collaboration need with subjects like policymaking.
She said that communication was critical for funding opportunities and cost saving ideas. Ms.
Van Etten closed her report by announcing that MTM received an award at the banquet for
“Innovation of the Year” across the whole State.

D. Grievance Procedure

Ms. Beltran introduced this Item. She said that at the Annual TD Conference in July, 2010, a
presentation was given regarding the required Grievance Procedure for persons eligible for
transportation services funded by Medicaid. A Summary of the Time Frames for a Medicaid
Grievance Procedure was attached to the agenda package (copy on file).

Ms. Matreci asked if MTM should abide by the new grievance procedure parameters included in
the agenda package or if they should follow the grievance procedures on the approved TDSP. Ms.
Beltran stated that Medicaid gives substantially more time for the CTC and Grievance Committee
to address and resolve complaints and grievances than the adopted Martin County TD Program.
Ms. Beltran said that this Item would be for the discussion of the LCB to decide whether a
separate Grievance Procedure for Medicaid recipients should be developed.

Due to time constraints, Vice-Chair Bols recommended that the discussion of this Item should be

deferred until the next LCB-TD meeting. The Annual LCB-TD Public Hearing was scheduled
next. The Members concurred and the Item discussion was postponed.
