3. APPROVE AGENDA
Ms. Samantha Horowitz moved to approve the Agenda. Seconded by Mr. Dan
Hudson. Motion carried unanimously.

4. APPROVE MINUTES:
* May 05, 2010 — Regular TAC Meeting
Ms. Barbara Timmerman made a motion to approve the minutes. Mr. Bruce Offord
seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
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5. AGENDA ITEMS
A. TIP Amendment for Roll Forwards

MEMO: temp11CACa02.01

Ms. Beth Beltran, MPO Administrator, provided background. She said that each year
FDOT asks that those funds approved in the previous year and that remain, be “rolled
forward” in order to be expended in the upcoming year. The project funds to be rolled
forward are incorporated into our current Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) by
amendment.

Ms. Tanis added that the Roll Forwards is the first amendment to the TIP, and it a
standard amendment.

Ms. Beltran stated that the Roll-Forward sheets (copy on file) will be added to the TIP
once approved and signed by the MPO Policy Board Chairman. The Roll-Forward
amendment will be submitted to FDOT by October 1, 2010.

Mr. Dan Hudson moved Staff recommendation. Seconded by Ms. Barbara
Timmerman. There being no further discussion, the motion passed unanimously.

B. FTA 5303 Five-Year Joint Participation Agreement (JPA)

MEMO: templ1CACa02.02

Ms. Beltran introduced this Item and provided background. She stated that the Federal
Transit Administration (FTA) Section 5303 Grant Program provides funding for the
planning activities adopted in the Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP). Ms. Beltran
said that Martin MPO’s current two-year UPWP for FY2010/11-FY2011/12 was adopted
by the MPO Policy Board on May 3, 2010. Section 5303 funds are first apportioned to
the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), and FDOT then distributes these
planning funds to the MPQO’s through a Joint Participation Agreement (JPA) between the
MPO and FDOT (agreement copy handed out to the Committee / copy on file). Ms.
Beltran stated that in order to expedite the grant funding process, FDOT has submitted a
five-year JPA to the Martin MPO for approval to fund planning activities during FY2011
in the amount of $53,714, and to allow funding to be allocated during the next four years
by updating the Exhibits to this Agreement. Revising the exhibits on an annual basis will
enable FDOT to allocate future 5303 funds to the Martin MPO without going through the
Department’s Agreement process every year.

Ms. Beltran stated that Staff is recommending to the MPO Policy Board approval of the
FTA Section 5303 Grant Program Five-Year JPA between the Martin MPO and FDOT.

Mr. Joe Capra moved Staff recommendation. Seconded by Mr. Mike Moon. There
being no further discussion, the motion passed unanimously.
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C. Fiscal Year 2012 List of Project Priorities (LOPP)

MEMO: temp11CACa02.03

Ms. Beltran introduced this Item and provided background. She stated that each year, the
MPO is required to submit its List of Project Priorities (LOPP) for the coming fiscal year.
She said that attached in the agenda package are the lists of project priorities by funding
category for FY 2012 (copy on file). Ms. Beltran stated that priority projects must be
drawn from the Cost Feasible Plan for Martin County that was adopted into the 2030
Long Range Transportation Plan. Ms. Beltran explained that last year, the Indian Street
Bridge (ISB) project was separated into three different projects because the bridge part of
the project was funded with ARRA funds. The western roadway segment leading up to
the bridge was ranked #1, SR 76 improvements were ranked #2, the eastern roadway
segment of the ISB project was ranked #3, and Willoughby Boulevard was ranked #4.

Ms. Beltran said that Staff is recommending that the rankings of the projects stay the
same for FY2012. However, staff is also recommending that the SR 76 project be split
into an eastern segment (from Cove Road to Monterey Road), and a western segment
(from Cove Road to Pratt Whitney Road); showing the eastern segment remaining as the
#2 priority. Because the level of service (LOS) deficiencies are not as crucial along the
western segment of SR 76, staff is proposing to move that portion of the project to #5.

Ms. Beltran stated that further discussion regarding the SR 76 project will take place as
Item SE on this agenda.

Mr. Dan Hudson had a question regarding the funding for SR 76. Ms. Terry Rauth
responded that for the western segment, the interim project has been going on and funds
have been collected through the Prop Share (Proportionate Fair Share Agreement) for that
section. Ms. Rauth said that the County feels that when the Indian Street Bridge opens,
the eastern segment is going to be the segment that is going to need to be widened. Ms.
Rauth informed the Members that FDOT has put the SR 76 interchange segment out for
design, even though the PD&E is not completed for this section. Ms. Beltran stated the
Ms. Daphne Spanos, FDOT Project Manager for SR 76 Interchange PD&E Project, said
that they are in discussion with the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) to update
the information on the PD&E that was done in 1984 for the eastern section, from Cove
Road to Monterey Road so they could move ahead with the re-evaluated document and
program design-funds for that segment as well.

Mr. Capra moved to recommend approval to the Martin MPO Policy Board of the
project priorities. Seconded by Mr. Hudson. The motion was opened for
discussion.

Chairman Amerson requested more information/clarification on the issue of segments
separation of SR 76 as proposed in the project priority list. Ms. Beltran explained that
initially the project was from CR 711(SW Pratt Whitney Road) to Monterey Road, and
during the PD&E, FDOT split the project into two sections, from west of Cove Road to
Monterey Road and from CR 711 to east of Cove Road. Ms. Beltran stated that with the
Indian Street Bridge project approved, it has become a priority to widen the eastern
segment as opposed to the western segment. Ms. Rauth offered some background. She
said that when FDOT started with the PD&E for the interchange, they found that a PD&E
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has already been done on the eastern section, so they were going to do the PD&E up to
Cove Road, and then update the eastern section. Ms. Rauth said that FDOT is not sure if
a revision would be approved by FHWA, otherwise they would need to do a whole new
PD&E.

Mr. Jeff Novotny from American Consulting and Subconsultant for the western segment
of this project, added that, in discussions with FHWA, the PD&E Study done in 1984
from Cove Road up to Monterey Road was originally approved as a six-lane segment;
however it was built and constructed as a four-lane segment. Mr. Novotny stated that one
of the questions FHWA has is can the road accommodate six lanes without significant
ROW acquisition? The second question was related to drainage issues if the road was
widened to six lanes.

Ms. Rauth said that County Engineering held a conference call with FDOT and they
asked them, “...Why would you go out for design on the interchange piece when you
don’t even have location design concept acceptance? They said that they wanted to have
it on the shelf in case one would become available. But if the need is not there, I mean, it
is not going to get built for twenty years...that money could be spent on the eastern
section”. Ms. Rauth reiterated that the western section is not a priority.

There being no further discussion, the motion passed unanimously.

D. Premium Transit/Rail Corridor Feasibility Study

MEMO: templ11CACa02.04

Ms. Beltran introduced this Item and provided background. She stated that at the
December 21, 2009 meeting, the MPO Board approved an Interlocal Agreement between
the Martin MPO and the St. Lucie TPO for a Premium Transit/Rail Corridor Study. The
MPO Board authorized staff to work with the St. Lucie TPO staff to “piggyback” on St.
Lucie’s rail corridor study contract with Tindale-Oliver & Associates to ensure
consistency in study content and regional perspective.

Ms. Beltran said that in May, 2010, the Tindale-Oliver & Associates Project Team made
a presentation to the MPO Policy Board and advisory committees on the existing and
future conditions of Martin County, as well as the methodology and measures for the
Corridor Feasibility Assessment Process. The Draft Report (copy on file) evaluates the
feasibility of premium transit and passenger rail on Martin County’s three major north-
south corridors (US 1, 1-95, and the Florida East Coast Rail Corridor), and includes a
Premium Transit/Rail Action Plan.

Ms. Beltran introduced Mr. Asela Silva of Tindale-Oliver & Associates. Mr. Silva
provided a PowerPoint presentation of the Premium Transit/Rail Corridor Study (copy on
file). Mr. Silva mentioned that the three selected corridors, US 1, 1-95, and FEC, have
close proximity and good accessibility to major origins and destinations and offer
potential demand for transit services. The Draft Report revealed that the prospect of rail
transit service in Martin County is hindered by three major challenges, including existing
population and employment densities, regional commuters travel patterns, and the
dispersion of potential regional commute trips. Mr. Silva talked about several key steps
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that have been identified to enhance the opportunities for premium transit service within
the County and to provide regional connectivity. Some key steps are:

o Identify transit emphasis corridors

e Address transit funding and governance
e Develop transit corridors incrementally
e Pursue transit supportive land use policy

Mr. Silva stated that the goal of the study is to assess the three corridors (US 1, 1-95, and
FEC), review applicable transit options, and develop an action plan that can become part
of the road map for future rail and premium transit services in Martin County.

Mr. Silva explained that existing and future conditions within one-half mile and one mile
of the US 1, 1-95, and FEC corridors were reviewed for evaluating each corridor for
“readiness” of premium transit services. The following are among the relevant existing
and future conditions considered, that provided a framework for evaluating the

application of various transit investments:

o Existing and potential transit services planned for the corridors

Availability of feeder bus routes serving the corridors

Current regional economic growth patterns

Projected future economic growth patterns of the corridors

Role of each corridor as a key regional transit emphasis corridor

Mr. Silva stated that the review of the existing and future conditions combined wit | the
characteristics of the technologies under consideration suggests that US 1 is the most
feasible transit corridor in Martin County, which also was the case for St. Lucie County

where a similar study was conducted for the same three corridors.

Mr. Silva discussed the feasible premium transit alternatives recommended for
consideration and potential application in Martin County over the next twenty (20) years:

Mr. Silva spoke about the action plan, which was developed to present needed steps in
pursuing the implementation of premium transit/rail service on US 1, I-95, and the FEC
corridors in Martin County. Some of the action plan highlights include:
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e Establish Regional Transit Organization (RTO) and Regional Transportation
Authority (RTA)

Implement transit-supportive policies and plans

Secure dedicated funding

Establish advisory group

Implement alternatives

Mr. Silva finalized his PowerPoint presentation and welcomed any questions or
comments.

Ms. Barbara Timmerman commented that comparing Martin County to Miami-Dade
County was not a realistic comparison. She asked Mr. Silva if he knows any other
Counties that may have a rail system in place but which population is more similar to our
numbers/volume. Ms. Timmerman also stated that Mr. Silva was focusing on commuter
rail for workers; however, Community Coach gets most of its transportation requests
from retirees, requests that are not work-related. She suggested that Mr. Silva would take
this factor into consideration, and also surveying the transportation providers currently
servicing these users to verify where these trips are going to because there is no mass
transit. Mr. Silva replied that the kinds of trips Ms. Timmerman was refereeing to were
taken into consideration. He said that the Plan assumes that services are not only for
commuters.

Ms. Beltran stated that as far as density is concerned, we should consider Utah during its
Winter Olympics Games, as an example. In this case, Utah utilized this event as their
justification to establish a rail system that they would not otherwise have had, since their
population volume did not justify its implementation. The rail system proved successful
during the event, and remained successful after the event. Ms. Beltran said that in the
case of Martin County, there is active legislation that may support/justify rail in this area
without the required population density.

Ms. DeLaney added that whenever TCRPC evaluates rail systems is like a pyramid; there
is high speed rail, intercity passenger rail, commuter rail, and there is a whole series of
other transit options that fall below that, in terms of trip frequencies. She said that one of
the things that has been discussed with regards to the FEC is the idea of introducing
corridor services; which would operate less frequently than commuter rail. Corridor
service is less frequent and is a type of service that Amtrak would operate under contract.
She said that this works in situations like this where we don’t really have the population
density in the foreseeable horizon, in the 20-year planning horizon.

Ms. DelLaney said an idea in the first phase of the Amtrak/FEC corridor project,
suggested that it would have two trains per day in each direction, and then, it would be
suitable for the State to add corridor service. In recalling the application submitted for
this project, Ms. DeLaney mentioned that there is a suggestion of perhaps six trains per
day running north bound and six trains running south bound on the FEC corridor.

Ms. DeLaney stated that TCRPC has been a very strong advocate of this project for a lot
of different reasons. Reason number one is that it would be a way to inexpensively
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introduce a rail option in the region. This project would be more appropriate given our
density forecast and the demands that we have. Reason number two is that we might be
heading towards a scenario that might just not work from the land-use stand point. Even
with an aggressive growth pattern, it might not be on the foreseeable horizon; but this
project however, is something we could still aim for. Ms. DeLaney said that this project
also sets up the opportunity to add interim stations along the corridor that would
eventually accommodate commuter trips. Another reason for why the Council is a strong
advocate is because that type of service also can correspond to special trips such as sports
events, the ports and the airports; so we can actually get the region to work from a rail
perspective at cost basis that make more sense for the demand that is likely to be
generated.

Chairman Amerson referred to the grant that has been awarded for the Transit Depot
project in downtown Stuart. He said that with the Transit Depot in place it would provide
for mass transit, more attractiveness to downtown, and it would be more supportive of
special events in Stuart. Ms. DeLaney concurred and said that, as the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) Study has concluded, this is also exactly the right
location for the Amtrak station. Ms. DeLaney added that those stations that have been
“blessed” in a NEPA document increase their chances of being funded.

Mr. Hudson stated that the City of Stuart supports rail. His concern however was that
judging by conventional measures the County might not achieve the density that is
required. His feeling was that the density would be generated by St. Lucie County first,
and then Martin County would be able to tag along since rail would move through us.
Mr. Hudson asked Mr. Silva if he had a recommendation for St. Lucie County. Mr. Silva
responded in the affirmative and he stated that he would make the recommendations
available for Mr. Hudson’s review.

Mr. Capra asked what the status of the RTO/RTA was. Ms. Beltran responded that Staff
is currently working on the RTO Interlocal Agreement. Ms. Beltran informed that Martin
County and its governmental agencies all approved the initial RTO Interlocal Agreement.
She said that it was her understanding that St. Lucie County had some concerns with the
agreement; therefore, approval of the agreement was awaiting an agreeable solution
between the parties involved (FDOT and St. Lucie County). Ms. Beltran stated that the
creation of the RTO would be the first step before considering the formation of an RTA.

Ms. Arlene Tanis from FDOT expressed concern about those changes proposed by the St.
Lucie TPO. The changes resulted in two different versions of the Draft RTO agreement.
Ms. Beltran stated that this issue will be discussed further at the upcoming Joint
MPO/TPO Board meeting on October 21%.

Mr. Hudson asked Ms. Tanis to characterize the nature of the proposed changes. Ms.
Tanis said that the changes St. Lucie made individually were alluding to a cap placed on
costs associated with MPO/TPO Staff hours invested; and with that cap, was additional
verbiage added that FDOT would pay al/ consultant services associated with the RTO.
Ms. Tanis said that there should have also been a cap placed for consultant services costs,
resulting in a more collaborative approach to cover the consultant costs.
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Ms. Beltran added that the TPO Board did not like the idea of having the Interlocal
Agreement mention a Ride Guide. The Agreement mentioned the preparation of a Ride
Guide, where someone from Ft. Pierce could look at a plan/brochure and would be able
to ride transit from Ft. Pierce to Palm Beach County.

Mr. Capra wanted to ensure that we would be moving towards the establishment of an
RTO, perhaps later on, of an RTA; that we will have dedicated funding to support the
RTO; and that we would also be able to implement the recommended alternatives as
presented in the study. Mr. Capra made a motion to recommend to the MPO Policy
Board the Premium Transit/Rail Corridor Study Draft Report for approval.
Seconded by Mr. Moon. The motion was opened for discussion.

Ms. Samantha Horowitz asked if the data used in the study was the data corresponding to
year 2035. Mr. Silva responded that because of time constraints he was unable to apply
the 2035 data to the study presented but he will take this updated information into
consideration. He is coordinating with MPO Staff to obtain it.

Ms. DeLaney asked Mr. Silva if he could make reference to the idea of corridor service
on the FEC, perhaps under the Mid-Term (6 — 10 Years) of the Feasible Premium Transit
Alternatives section (refer to Table 3-2). Mr. Silva assented. Ms. Timmerman concurred
that including intercity passenger rail was appropriate. Ms. DeLaney offered to
coordinate these efforts with Mr. Silva.

Mr. Capra amended his motion to include Ms. DeLaney’s suggestion. Ms. DeLaney
recapped and said that the modified motion would be to include approval of the
Study with the address of a potential corridor service on the FEC as appropriate.
Mr. Capra added that the report be consistent with the 2035 data. Mr. Moon
seconded the modified motion.

There being no further discussion, the motion passed unanimously.

E. State Road (SR) 76 PD&E Update
MEMO: templ1CACa02.05
Ms. Beltran introduced this Item and provided background. She stated that in May, 2010,
FDOT and American Consulting gave a presentation on the SR76 Project Alternatives to
the MPO Policy Board and Advisory Committees. Ms. Beltran stated that a couple of the
MPO Board members questioned why a diamond-type of configuration is not being
implemented for the SR 76 interchange, given earlier discussions with FDOT. The
consultant responded that based on the traffic analysis (2030 data), the diamond-type
configuration was not feasible.

Ms. Beltran said that a second concern was that at the MPO Policy Board Meeting,
Martin County Engineering staff expressed disagreement with the figures presented for
the traffic volume projections for this project. MPO and County staff have been working
with the staff of the Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council on the 2035 Regional
Long Range Transportation Plan, and have found that the modeling for the growth in the
western part of Martin County is projected to be greater than what County staff believes
to be the case. Further, County staff had concerns including the proposed roadway
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design and whether the traffic analysis is in agreement with the County’s Comprehensive
Growth Management Plan’s Future Land Use Map and population projections.

Ms. Beltran introduced Mr. Jeff Novotny with American Consulting, and FDOT
subconsultant. Mr. Novotny proceeded to give a PowerPoint presentation on the SR76
Project, based on the comments and concerns of the MPO Policy Board and the Martin
County Engineering staff (copy on file).

Mr. Novotny presented the Study Timeline and said that the PD&E Study was
approaching the middle of its next step which would be the Public Hearing coming up in
winter/spring 2011. Mr. Novotny summarized the preferred alternative that the CAC and
the TAC selected in April 07, 2010 when the Study Update was last presented to them.

Mr. Novotny presented the typical section from CR 711 (Pratt Whitney Road) to SW
Locks Road. This portion is currently a two-lane section and the study proposes that it be
converted into a four-lane section. The typical section from SW Locks Road to East of
Cove Road was presented next. This portion is currently a four-lane section and the
study proposes that it be converted into a six-lane section.

Mr. Novotny discussed next the various alternatives considered in the study, reviewed
each option, and the reason of its rejection/consideration. He pointed out that alternative
8A has been the preferred alternative among the advisory committees.

Mr. Novotny then addressed the recommendations made by the MPO Policy Board at its
May 17, 2010 meeting. Mr. Novotny highlighted Board Members’ comments:
e A May 10, 2010 internal County memorandum was noted which raised
questions concerning the project traffic projections
e Questions were raised over the justification to expand the interchange as
proposed, whether the 1-95 interchange could function as a diamond interchange
similar to several interchanges in Palm Beach County (Northlake Boulevard
was noted)
Level of service (LOS) standards were questioned
It was noted that Alternative 3 (new Flyover) should be avoided (consistent with
CAC and TAC recommendations)
e It was noted the County has worked hard to preserve open space
Mr. Novotny proceeded to explain the action taken for each of the recommendations
provided by the MPO Policy Board Members. Mr. Novotny showed in his presentation
slides addressing each of the recommendations made by the Board Members. He
presented various scenarios; including the impact the LOS/delay may have in this area in
future years.

Mr. Novotny stated that Florida has not yet written their component of how they would
be addressing and implementing the new Federal Noise Standards that would go into
effect July, 2011.
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Mr. Novotny finalized his presentation by providing a list of the next steps the feasibility
study will follow:
e Interchange Modification Report (IMR) to be submitted to FHWA in the next 1-
2 months for review/approval. The IMR includes:
v County’s interim improvements
v’ Alternative 8A (new loop)
v' References screening and analysis of all alternatives
Analyzing and documenting environmental effects of improvements
Public Hearing is planned for early 2011 (after approval of the IMR)
Targeting completion of PD&E Study and submittal to FHWA for acceptance
before July, 2011
e New Federal Noise Standards to go into effect July, 2011

Ms. Beltran informed that at the Citizen’ Advisory Committee (CAC) meeting held
earlier today, Members asked about the Noise Standards. There were also concerns about
whether the proposed expansion to six lanes over the Turnpike was really necessary. Ms.
Beltran stated that County Engineering shared the same concerns in regards to this
expansion.

Ms. Terry Rauth, Deputy County Engineer, said, “The PD&E keeps marching along and
the County keeps saying “We don’t like that loop” but yet, that seems to be happening,
Do we really have any say? Additionally, the 2030 Plan shows 25,249 trips coming from
the west end of Palm Beach County, those trips have to end up somewhere, so they end
up on SR 76; and this is the reason why this Study reflects 27,000 trips. But where are all
those trips? We [Martin County] are not seeing where they are going to come from, it
does not make sense; but that is the data we [in the PD&E Study] are using. All this [the
road expansion] is based on this data...but there is really nothing there to generates those
trips...What are we doing?” Ms. Rauth asked, “Why are we spending that money? We
don’t have that much funding in roads these days. We need to do the eastern section on
SR 76, but we are going to spend the money to design this loop, design the six lanes, and
design the bridges? We won’t have any money left to build what we actually need to
build”. Mr. Novotny replied that it is always possible that, base upon the Priority
Projects in the Long Range Transportation Plan, if the priorities change throughout we
could have our PD&E identified that the project would be split up into segments. Mr.
Novotny said that they are trying to get twenty years out of the design.

Ms. Lisa Dykstra from FDOT provided clarification as to how to handle the 2030 data.
She posed the question of whether FDOT should put the PD&E on hold until the 2035
Plan is completed. Ms. Rauth responded that at least the design phase should be placed
on hold since the PD&E is not approved for a year from now. Ms. Rauth stated that no
money should be expended in the design of a Plan that the County does not even agree
with. Ms. Horowitz reiterated that the 2030 data was not accurate. Ms. Rauth indicated
that there are flaws in the 2030 data; she mentioned phantom trips going into Cove Road
which was a physical impossibility, as an example. Ms. Rauth restated that we should
not move forward knowing that the data is wrong.
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Ms. Horowitz stated that the 2035 Plan is due for adoption early in 2011. She asked if
the multiple studies that FDOT is conducting can all be placed on hold until the 2035
Plan is adopted. Several Members concurred that the studies should be placed on hold.

A discussion ensued between FDOT Representatives and the TAC Members as to
whether the study and the design phase should continue or if it should be placed on hold.

Mr. Novotny stated that when FHWA initiates a PD&E Study it has to be consistent with
the Long Range Plan that has been approved. If, once the 2035 Plan is adopted, the
Study needs modification, it would be easier to re-evaluate it later than to start with a
study at a later time.

Ms. Rauth stated, “The ironic thing is that we [the County] cannot proceed with design
until our interchange modification is approved, but FDOT can proceed with design before
they finish their PD&E. How is that? It does not make any sense”.

Mr. Capra said that this issue needs further analysis and discussion. He requested that
this Item should be place on the next agenda. Ms. Beltran suggested a special meeting to
discuss this Item. The Members concurred. Chairman Amerson directed Staff to
schedule a meeting as soon as public advertisement would allow it.

Any recommendation of the Members in this regard was deferred until further discussion.

APPROVE AGENDA

Chairman Amerson informed that there is an additional Item to the agenda, the List of
Project Priorities. Ms. Julie Preast made a motion to approve the Agenda with the
additional Item. Seconded by Mr. Joe Capra. Motion carried unanimously.

AGENDA ITEMS

A. STATE ROAD 76 PD&E UPDATE

MEMO: templ 1CAC/TACa04.01

Ms. Beth Beltran provided Item’s background. She explained that on September 1, 2010,
the Project Team for the SR76 PD&E Study gave a presentation to both the CAC and
TAC. The presentation was in response to the comments and concerns made by MPO
Board members and the Martin County Engineering Staff at the May 17, 2010, MPO
Policy Board meeting. Martin County Engineering Staff has concerns about the proposed
roadway design and whether the traffic analysis is in agreement with the County’s
Comprehensive Growth Management Plan’s Future Land Use Map and population
projections. MPO Board members questioned why a diamond-type of configuration is
not being implemented for the SR 76 interchange, given earlier discussions with FDOT.
The consultant responded that based on the traffic analysis, the diamond-type
configuration was not feasible.

Ms. Beltran said that during the presentation on September 1%, the TAC and CAC both
had concerns about whether the expansion of the bridge over the Turnpike (west of the
SR76/1-95 Interchange) to six lanes was necessary. FDOT is going ahead with the
design of this project, and TAC members were concerned that the project is moving
forward with wrong data. MPO and County Staff have been working with the staff of the
Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council on the 2035 Regional Long Range
Transportation Plan, and have found that the 2030 model, which was used for the SR76
PD&E Study, appears to have some inaccuracies in the traffic volumes. In particular,
there seems to be a high number of trips coming from the west on SR76 and going north
at the 1-95/SR76 interchange.

Mr. Don Donaldson, Martin County Engineering Department Director, stated that one of
the issues Engineering Staff had with the project was the proposed addition of a tear-drop
loop at the interchange for the incoming traffic from the west of SR 76 from the
Indiantown area to go north on I-95. Mr. Donaldson said that the proposed right-of-way
(ROW) acquisition and the capacity for the improvements necessary to accommodate the
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traffic coming from the west represented the biggest concern. Mr. Donaldson said that
FDOT and FDOT’s subconsultant have been relying on data obtained from the 2030
Regional Long Range Transportation Plan (2030 RLRTP). He stated that County Staff is
currently updating the 2035 RLRTP and new updated data is being incorporated in the
plan, including data related to traffic volumes coming from the west of the County which
reflects less traffic volumes. Mr. Donaldson said that, from the County’s perspective,
there is a potential that some of the options for the Preferred Alternatives of the SR 76
PD&E Study offered may change if traffic volume data proves to be different. He said
that the Preferred Alternative that would meet the Federal Highway Administration
(FHWA) guidelines was a very large interchange, and FDOT was working with the
County on interim improvements that would provide for a significant volume growth into
the future; however, the concern is that this Preferred Alternative would accommodate
more growth potential than the County would realize. Mr. Donaldson stated that given
the sensitivity of our community to growth and how we prepare for it, this issue is being
looked at very closely by County Staff.

Mr. Donaldson stated that County Staff suggests, given that the 2035 RLRTP data is
currently being worked on and scheduled for adoption in January, 2011; that the
TAC recommends to the MPO that the SR 76 PD&E Study includes the 2035 traffic
data and by including this new data model, the Preferred Alternatives are re-looked
at, the necessary adjustments are made, and the Preferred Alternatives are brought
back for reconsideration. So, in effect it would delay the consideration of the
Preferred Alternatives as currently presented until the 2035 data is ultimately
approved by the Joint MPO/TPO Policy Board. Hopefully this re-analysis would
result in more than one viable Alternative that may not necessarily include an
interchange with a tear drop loop in it. Mr. Donaldson made his statement into a
motion for further discussion. Seconded by Mr. Dan Hudson.

Mr. Hudson said that he was under the impression that there was design being done for
this intersection, and he asked what the status of this was. Mr. Donaldson responded that
he would prefer to discuss the design issue as a second part of this Item because it would
require separate discussion and direction needs to be provided to FDOT. Chairman
Amerson asked if the second discussion would address the corridor segmentation. Mr.
Donaldson stated that the current PD&E is from Cove Road west to CR 711 (SW Pratt
Whitney Road), but the segment that County Staff has looked at is the corridor portion
from Monterey Road to SW Pratt Whitney Road as the SR 76 Corridor. He said that how
Staff directs FDOT as it relates to the allocation of design funds is important, whether we
decide to treat it as multiple segments or as one.

Mr. Joe Capra asked if there would be more than one motion to address the issues of this
Item. Mr. Donaldson replied in the affirmative, he said that the second motion would be
to provide direction related to funding of the current plan for FDOT to start design.

Mr. Shi Chiang Li from FDOT asked if Staff suggestion was to delay the analysis until
the adoption of the 2035 RLRTP or to wait just using the available 2035 data to analyze it
further. Mr. Donaldson responded that it was his understanding in talking with FDOT
District Four Staff that the delay would be until the 2035 Traffic Data is formally adopted
by the Joint MPO/TPO Board. Mr. Donaldson said that this iata may be available right
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now but it has not gone through the approval process yet. Ms. Sheila Kurtz asked if this
data was finalized. Mr. Donaldson replied that it is not fully completed. Ms. Beltran
stated that the 2035 Traffic Data would be discussed further at the upcoming October 7
Joint CAC and Joint TAC meetings hosted by St. Lucie.

Ms. Barbara Timmerman asked if it was safe to say that the updated 2035 data contains
significant differences that would significantly impact moving forward with the SR 76
PD&E Study. Mr. Donaldson said that this is precisely County Engineering Staff’s
opinion.

Chairman Amerson asked Ms. Beltran to elaborate on the data discrepancies found by the
Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council (TCRPC). [TCRPC are the producers of the
2035 RLRTP.] Ms. Beltran stated that the 2030 model contains several areas that
triggered concerns because the traffic volumes did not make sense. One example was
that the model showed a large group of “phantom” trips within a big Transportation
Analysis Zone (TAZ) area being loaded into Cove Road. Ms. Beltran explained that this
was a physical impossibility because those areas did not even connect to Cove Road,;
therefore, creating deficiencies in the area that maybe didn’t even exist. Ms. Beltran said
that another affected area is the western part of Martin County where the 2030 model
indicates that the north-western part of Palm Beach County is a big traffic generator and
this volume would be traveling east on SR 76 into Martin County and going north on I-
95. Ms. Beltran stated that Mr. Mike Busha from TCRPC has talked to Mr. Randy
Whitfield, Staff Director of Palm Beach MPO, and Mr. Whitfield agreed that their 2030
model was incorrect. Ms. Beltran said that Palm Beach MPO Staff was not aware what
the traffic generator was, so they adjusted this data on their 2035 model to reflect a
correct volume of traffic for that area.

Chairman Amerson recapped and stated that Staff is requesting consistency and accuracy
in the data we are using for the SR 76 PD&E Study.

There being no further comments the motion carried unanimously for all TAC
Members, with FDOT Representative Mr. Shi-Chiang Li abstaining.

Ms. Julie Preast moved a similar motion to the CAC. Seconded by Ms.
Timmerman. The motion carried unanimously for all CAC Members

Mr. Donaldson proceeded to discuss the second issue which is that FDOT is in the
process of advertising for design on the SR 76 corridor project related to this PD&E. He
said the concern is that by delaying this study, FDOT may suspend the design contract.
Mr. Donaldson stated that the choices are that FDOT could move ahead with the design
contract and negotiate award pending the resolution of the PD&E; or FDOT could
suspend the contract in which case they would move the money somewhere else and we
would not be sure when FDOT would allocate funds back for the SR 76 corridor. Mr.
Donaldson said that FDOT has also informed that as part of FHWA Adoption PD&E
requirements for projects of this nature, there needs to be some sort of design for near
term capacity improvement as a part of the PD&E program.
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Mr. Donaldson said that Staff does want FDOT to continue to program design funds for
SR 76. He stated that there has been some concerns in regards to which segment the
design will occur, so at this time County Staff is focused primarily on the interchange
improvements necessary to continue development along SR 76 where the concurrency
issue is; the next priority would then be the segment between Monterey Road and Cove
Road, however, this segment is not included within this PD&E Study. Given that there is
some overlapping, County Staff recommendation to FDOT is to continue
programming design funds for the enfire SR 76 corridor from Monterey Road to
SW Pratt Whitney Road. Mr. Donaldson made his statement into a motion for
further discussion.

Ms. Lisa Dykstra from FDOT commented in regards of programming design funds for
the entire corridor, and said that Mr. Richard Young, PD&E Project Manager, stated that
until a re-evaluation is completed for the segment between Monterey Road to Cove Road,
FDOT would be unable to move forward with the programming of the design funds. Mr.
Donaldson said that this is the reason why the request is for the entire corridor, so in the
event the segment between Monterey Road and Cove Road was not viable, the County
would not loose the design funds by keeping the remaining segments available, allowing
the County to maintain the funds active and programmed for this year. Mr. Donaldson
stated that it is the County’s position that these funds are not lost to future years or lost
entirely.

Ms. Beltran requested clarification from Ms. Dykstra. Ms. Beltran said that it was her
understanding that the current PD&E Study for the interchange segment that goes from
Cove Road to SW Pratt Whitney Road requires design in order to be in compliance with
FHWA requirements, and this is the reason why FDOT advertised the design phase;
however, it seems that FDOT cannot program design funds for the update of the existing
PD&E for the segment from Cove Road to Monterey Road. Ms. Beltran asked why there
has to be design funds programmed for the PD&E for the western segment but not for the
eastern segment of the same corridor. Ms. Dykstra responded that she knew that a PD&E
Study was completed for the eastern segment. She added that it went for design and it
ended up being for only four lanes; however, six lanes have been contemplated as the
ultimate for that PD&E Study. Ms. Dykstra said that, at this point, there is already design
done and completed for the eastern segment but that FDOT cannot go to the six lane
design until the old PD&E has been re-evaluated.

Mr. Donaldson stated that there are some uncertainties to the design phase requirement of
the PD&E Study, and that in the best interest of the community, the way that we could
continue moving forward is to include the entire SR 76 corridor.

Chairman Amerson recapped County Staff's recommendation by saying that in the best
interest of the public, FDOT should include the eastern segment in the design fund
programming, complete the necessary PD&E update amendment supplemental to the six
lane segment, and to include this segment and program the design funds. He said his
question was how FDOT would accomplish that. Chairman Amerson stated that we need
FDOT to figure out how to accomplish this recommendation. Mr. Li stated that he
concurred with Mr. Donaldson, and that this suggestion would be in the best interest of
the County.
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The motion was seconded by Mr. Capra. There being no further comments the
motion carried unanimously for all TAC Members.

Ms. Julie Preast moved a similar motion to the CAC. Seconded by Ms.
Timmerman. The motion carried unanimously for all CAC Members.

Ms. Beltran made reference to the reason why the SR 76 corridor was broken into
segments. Mr. Donaldson stated that Item C on this agenda would make reference to the
segmentation of this corridor; however, for the purpose of the design funding of the
PD&E Study Staff is asking FDOT to program and expend the funds somewhere in the
entire corridor.

Ms. Daphne Spanos from FDOT stated that the design phase looks like it would have to
be placed on hold, but that it is not FDOT’s intention to jeopardize the design funds. She
said that, in coordination with County Staff, there would be discussion as to what actually
that design would be, and that it could be a scaled-back version of what the PD&E
recommends. She said, “The thought is to keep it in place, don’t lose your funding, don’t
potentially lose it to another project; keep it place and let’s work together. It might
involve scaling it back, but as a whole, ask FDOT to get your whole corridor funded for
design and then those pieces would be ready in the future, hopefully when construction
funds become available, and your interim [interchange] also would be then eligible for
Federal funding...so that’s a win-win for everyone.”

B. TRANSPORTATION REGIONAL INCENTIVE PROGRAM (TRIP) and
PROJECT SELECTION
MEMO: temp1 1CAC/TACa04.02
Ms. Beltran provided background. She said that in order to qualify for TRIP funding, in
2006 the Martin MPO, St. Lucie TPO, and Indian River MPO established a new regional
entity called the Treasure Coast Transportation Council (TCTC) to address the
prioritization of regional projects. The voting membership of the TCTC consists of the
Chairperson and one other member of the Policy Board of each of the Treasure Coast
area’s MPOs.

Ms. Beltran said that although TRIP funding was not available last year, FDOT has
informed the three Treasure Coast MPOs that $568,581 is available for application. This
amounts to $189,527 per county, and these monies will be programmed for FY2013/14.
The staff of the Martin, St. Lucie, and Indian River MPOs recommend this year’s TRIP
funding be put towards improvements along the Florida East Coast (FEC) corridor in
anticipation of passenger rail service operating in the Treasure Coast region. Indian
River and St. Lucie MPOs are proposing to put their portion of the TRIP funds toward
train stations along the FEC tracks in their respective counties. Ms. Beltran explained
that Martin has already received ARRA funding for its Transit Depot in Downtown
Stuart along the rail corridor; however, the ARRA funds are only paying for the building
itself. Hence, MPO Staff is recommending that Martin’s portion of the TRIP monies
fund the exterior amenities of the transit depot, including bus parking/circulation,
passenger access and covered walkway.
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Mr. Donaldson added that this money could give the County the ability to build the
platform or the covered walkway to the bus area.

Ms. Beltran referred the Members to the email copy included in the handout (copy on
file) and pointed out that both Indian River County and St. Lucie County have a back-up
project for funding. Ms. Beltran stated that the SR 76 project is listed on the Rainbow
List that was prepared the last time the TCTC planned for TRIP funding. Thus, MPO
Staff is recommending listing the SR 76 project as the back-up project for TRIP funding.

Mr. Mathes moved to recommend to the MPO Board approval of using $189,527
(Martin’s portion of the $568,581 in TRIP funding) for the exterior amenities of the
Transit Depot, including bus parking/circulation, passenger access and covered
walkway. Should this project not be accepted by FDOT, then, the request is to move
the funds towards the SR 76 project, as this is the second project priority for TRIP
funding. Seconded by Ms. Preast. The motion carried unanimously for all CAC
Members.

Mr. Hudson moved a similar motion to the TAC. Seconded by Mr. Donaldson. The
motion carried unanimously for all TAC Members, with Mr. Joe Capra abstaining,.

Ms. Preast requested an update on the Transit Depot project. Ms. Rauth replied that a
consultant had been selected and Staff is in the process of negotiating the design contract
with the awarded consultant. Ms. Preast asked if the Transit Depot design would carry
the historical reflection of the area. Chairman Amerson responded in the affirmative and
said that the exterior architecture and the overall architecture of the design would carry
the theme of the former train station, with some interior modernization of the office
space. Ms. Preast asked Mr. Hudson if the City of Stuart would be willing to work on
additional right-of-way to accommodate perhaps a bus transfer station; or if the City has
whatever is needed to make this a cohesive project that would include all these amenities,
per the latest motion. Mr. Donaldson stated that this would indeed be a Transit Depot for
buses. He said that this is the primary purpose of it, but this Transit Depot is also situated
and designed in a manner that it would have a platform to eventually make it also a Train
Depot. Mr. Hudson concurred and he stated that this is a coordinated effort between the
County and the City. Chairman Amerson shared some preliminary concept design of the
Transit Depot.

C. FISCAL YEAR 2012 LIST OF PROJECT PRIORITIES (LLOPP)

[Item added to the agenda]

Ms. Beth provided background and said that each year, the MPO is required to submit its
list of Project Priorities for the coming fiscal year. Ms. Beltran distributed handouts with
the list of roadway priorities for FY 2012 (copy on file). She said that the priority
projects must be drawn from the Cost Feasible Plan for Martin County that was adopted
into the 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan. Last year, the Indian Street Bridge (ISB)
project was separated into three different projects because the bridge portion of the
project was funded with ARRA funds. The western roadway segment leading up to the
bridge was ranked #1, SR 76 improvements were ranked #2, the eastern roadway
segment of the ISB project was ranked #3, and Willoughby Boulevard was ranked #4.
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Ms. Beltran stated that Staff is recommending that the rankings of the projects stay the
same for FY2012. However, Staff is also recommending that the SR 76 project be split
into an eastern segment and a western segment (just as it was discussed in Item 4A on
this agenda), showing the eastern segment remaining as the #2 priority. Additionally,
because the level of service deficiencies are not as crucial along the western segment of
SR 76, Staff is proposing to move that portion of the project to #5.

Ms. Beltran said that there were two other lists included in the handout: the
Enhancement Project Priorities list, and the Bike, Ped, Bus Shelter Box Fund Project
Priorities list. Ms. Beltran stated that there were no changes made to the Enhancement
Project Priorities List.

Mr. Capra asked when it would be appropriate to add a project that entails sidewalk
improvements to the Enhancement Projects list. Ms. Beltran responded that Staff would
receive notification from FDOT as soon as the Enhancement Funds would become
available. MPO Staff would then notify all interested parties that the new Enhancement
Fund cycle has opened and that application packages are available. Ms. Beltran added
that funds would be available next for FY 2015.

Mr. Donaldson had a concern regarding the FY 2012 Priority Roadway Project Priority
list. He stated that the converging point of the segments-split (into eastern and western
segments) has been set at Cove Road, and he was wondering if it would be a better idea
to have the converging point of the split at the I-95 interchange instead. In this way the I-
95 interchange would be included in the #2 priority for the purposes of FDOT funding.

Ms. Lisa Wichser from Martin County Engineering commented that it would come out of
discussion whether to leave the I-95 interchange as part of the County’s interim
interchange modification, which is funded through the County’s CIP, and leave it within
the ongoing SR 76 PD&E. Mr. Donaldson responded that his concern is precisely that
the ongoing SR 76 PD&E is for the segment that falls as priority #5 on the list; the 1-95
interchange would then be in a lower priority in terms of construction.

A discussion ensued about the new proposed segmentation of the SR 76 corridor. The
big concern was whether changing the converging point of the corridor segmentation
would “confuse” FDOT and would jeopardize the funding of the projects as prioritized.

Ms. Lisa Dykstra politely interrupted the discussion and informed that a few minutes ago
she has called and contacted Mr. Steve Braun from FDOT District Four. Mr. Braun
suggested that it would be a good idea to have the limits from the I-95 interchange to
Monterey Road and from SW Pratt Whitney Road to the I-95 interchange. This would
provide flexibility to allocate funding for either one segment. Mr. Donaldson stated that
he was very pleased to know that Mr. Braun concurred with this suggestion.

Mr. Mathes made a motion to change the limits of the SR 76 project from the 1-95
interchange to Monterey Road, and from SW Pratt Whitney Road to the I-95
interchange. Seconded by Ms. Preast. The motion carried unanimously for all CAC
Members.
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Mr. Hudson moved a similar motion to the TAC. Seconded by Mr. John Fanticola.

Ms. Dykstra commented that Mr. Braun wanted to clarify that if a change was made from
[-95 to Monterey Road that there was no guarantee that FDOT could add six lanes from
the interchange to Cove Road, as this expansion has not been included in the existing (the
old) PD&E Study [as previously discussed]. Ms. Daphne Spanos, Project Manager from
FDOT stated that this expansion was indeed covered in the old PD&E from 1984. Mr.
Donaldson welcomed FDOT’s clarification on this regard during the upcoming MPO
Board meeting.

There being no further discussion, the motion carried unanimously for all TAC
Members.

MPO Staff mentioned that there were two other lists included for the Committees review
under the discussion of Item C: the Enhancement Project Priorities list, and the
Bike, Ped, Bus Shelter Box Fund Project Priorities list (copy on file). Mr. Mathes
moved Staff recommendation and amended his original motion to include approval
these two lists as presented by Staff. Ms. Preast seconded the amended motion. The
motion carried unanimously for all CAC members.

Mr. Hudson moved a similar amended motion to the TAC. Seconded by Mr.
Donaldson. The motion carried unanimously for all TAC Members.

COMMENTS FROM COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Ms. Preast said that CR 714, from CR 710 to I-95 is treacherous as there are no shoulders
along this corridor. She requested that this be looked into, possibly expand this road and
to consider placing shoulders on both sides. Mr. Donaldson said that some of the areas
along this corridor do not meet the standards and it would be problematic to add
pavement shoulders. Ms. Preast requested coordination efforts with the work that is
currently being done in the canopy area of the corridor. Mr. Donaldson assented to
research this request further.

BACKGROUND

The objective of the SR 710 Project Development and Environment (PD&E) Study is to provide and document
information necessary for the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) to reach a decision on the type, design and
location of improvements for the SR 710 corridor. This project is in the PD&E phase, which includes the evaluation of
alignment alternatives proposed for SR 710 from County Road (CR) 714 (S.W. Martin Highway) to County Road 609
(SW Allapattah Road), just west of Indiantown in Martin County. The length of the project is approximately 15 miles. The
study will consider those engineering services required for location/design studies including consideration of all social,
economic and environmental affects, and mitigation as required, along with the required environmental documents,
engineering, reports, preliminary plans, and public involvement. These factors and costs will be considered in arriving at a
preferred alternative.

The project consists of replacing the existing substandard two-lane roadway with a new four-lane highway which includes
a median divider. Other improvements involve linear swales which will provide the water quality and water quantity
treatment required by the South Florida Water Management District, and a bicycle and pedestrian facility with a 12-foot
shared use path for the entire length of the project. This project will enhance mobility, safety, emergency access and truck
movement within and through Martin County, which serves as a designated emergency evacuation route and a primary
arterial road for the area.
