
































E. LEGISLATIVE PRIORITES

Beth Beltran stated that the Board has received in draft form, a list of the priorities which will return
to the Governing MPOAC Board on January 27, 2011, for finalizing. After observing the
presentations to the legislative delegation and speaking with others Ms. Beltran amended the list.
The added recommendations include:
e Local/State Trail Partnerships so that State Parks will not charge the County an easement
for sidewalks/trails on park property;
Amtrak service along the FEC
e Request that local citizen’s have the flexibility to adjust some of the design criteria for
portions of the SIS corridors that run through urban centers;
e Formula funding for transit operating assistance through Section 5307 of the current
Transportation Authorization.
e Opposing the single urbanized area of counties from Titusville to the City of Stuart to share
in transit funds. This could be detrimental for smaller counties like Martin.
e Supporting the Florida Chamber Foundation’s Six Pillars of Success to be included in of the
2060 Plan (Florida Transportation Plan)
e Anticipating the economic impact of trade upon the 2014 expansion and opening of the
Panama Canal, funding support of Florida ports in order to be competitive.

Commissioner Smith made a Motion to approve the new draft list of Legislative Priorities
which will go to the Florida MPOAC Board for finalizing on January 27, 2011. The Motion
was seconded by Sarah Heard.

Commissioner Smith stated that Martin’s UZA should be more in line with the economic regions in
the south Florida area (Indian River) not further north in Brevard County (Titusville). FDOT
declined input into this area of discussion. Staff will check into how the Census concluded this form
of designation of county re-alignment.

There were no further questions or discussion from the Board or the Public. Motion passed
unanimously.

F. ANNUAL ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Beth Beltran stated that the By-Laws, which were part of the agenda package distributed to the
Board Members prior to this meeting, mention that the election needs to take place at the first
meeting of the calendar year. However, historically this item has been on the agenda in the
December meeting. The Board chose to not amend the By-Laws, but go ahead and host the election
as it was determined that Commissioner Mortell would accept the post.

Commissioner Ciampi made a Motion to have Commissioner Mortell, from the City of Stuart,

to remain as the Chairman. This Motion was seconded by Commissioner Smith. There was no
further discussion. The Motion passed unanimously.
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A secondary position, for the Vice-Chairman was noted.

A Motion was made by Commissioner Hayes to have Commissioner Smith remain on as Vice-
Chairman. This Motion was seconded by Commissioner Ciampi. There being no further
discussion, the Motion passed unanimously.

Beth Beltran addressed an additional item, the revised schedule for the Long Range Transportation
Plan. She’s received a recommendation from the Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council for a 30
day public review period for the plan. The current joint meeting is scheduled for January 13, 2011,
but in order to accommodate this 30 day public review, the meeting would need to be postponed.
Staff will contact the Board to get additional dates to move this meeting to the beginning of
February. The Code of Federal Regulations does state that in non-attainment areas a comment
period should be at least 30 days. Regional Planning Council is aware of this, but still recommended
this 30 day public review period. Staff will contact the Board to get dates that the members will be
available prior to the February 13, 2011 deadline, so the deadline will still be met.

Beth Beltran addressed the current contract with the Regional Planning Council as due to expire in
January and in light of this new information, she would request that the contract be extended to the
end of the Fiscal Year. (June 30, 2011).

Commissioner Smith made a Motion to extend the contract with the Regional Planning
Council until the end of the Fiscal Year, June 30, 2011. The Motion was seconded by
Commissioner Heard. There were no additional comments from the Board or the Public. The
Motion carried unanimously.

11.COMMENTS FROM BOARD MEMBERS

Commissioner Ciampi recommended that the Board send a letter of thanks to the Secretary of
Transportation Stephanie Kopelousos. Ms. Kopelousos was instrumental in the progression of
various projects for Martin County. Now that a new Govemor is in place, all the former staff was
requested to resign, and she has done so. This Board would like to thank her for her past assistance.

A Motion was made by Commissioner Ciampi to draft a letter for the Chairman’s signature,
expressing gratitude to Ms. Kopelousos during her time as Secretary of Transportation, for
her many efforts expended toward Martin County projects. The Motion was Seconded by
Commissioner Smith. No addition discussion ensued by the Board or the Public. This Motion
passed unanimously.
