At their February 21, 20II, meeting, the Martin MPO Policy Board voted 4-2 to not include the
multimodal path as part of the SR710 Project from the OkeechobeelMartin County line to
CR609, FM #419252. The proposed Alternative 4E shows the multimodal path parallel to
SR710 that requires cosdy right-of-way acquisition. The Board was concerned about the cost
benefit of this path, given the rural area west of Indiantown.

BACKGROUND

During the February 2, 2011 Citizens Advisory Committee meeting, Committee Members voted to ask the
County to consider the installation of audible crosswalk signals at the intersection of Savannah Road and
24th Street.

During the February 21, 2011 MPO Board meeting, Board Members approved this recommendation and
voted to send a letter to the Engineering Department requesting that the intersection of Savannah Road and
24th Street receive an audible crosswalk signal and that other intersections be addressed as they come up.

Also, the Bicycle & Pedestrian Advisory Committee is working to develop a Bicycle and Pedestrian Plan. It
is hoped that this plan will address the process for identifying pedestrian improvement projects, including
audible crosswalk signals.

MPO Staff have discussed the installation of audible crosswalk signals near local schools with the Martin
County School District Safety Manager. Through this discussion, two schools with sight-impaired students
were identified: Citrus Grove Elementary and Hidden Oaks Middle School. However, Citrus Grove
Elementary did not have anyone walking at this time.

ISSUES

At the April 6, 2011 advisory committee meetings, MPO Staff will discuss the status of the installation of
audible crosswalk signals in Martin County.

Indian Street Bridge Update

• On March 21, 2011, the contractor Archer Western began mobilization of equipment for the

Indian Street Bridge Project. Construction for the project started on March 28, 2011.

• On Monday, March 14 the Stuart / Martin County and Palm City Chambers of Commerce hosted

a Job Fair for the Indian Street Bridge Project. More than 600 people attended the fair.

Applicants also had an opportunity to apply at the contractor's office on March 15 and 16. Over

800 people applied for positions on the project.

• On Tuesday, March 22 the FOOT and project team hosted a public information meeting at the

Palm City Community Center.

• Comments from the public information meeting referred to traffic as a result of the bridge,

pedestrian traffic and access and sound barriers.

• FOOT has received the South Florida Water Management District permits and the Army Corps of

Engineers permit. As the Coast Guard permit remains outstanding, any construction activity

prior to receipt of the Coast Guard permit will be land-based only. Such activities would include

erosion control measures, clearing and grubbing, roadway activities and land-based pile driVing

activities. The project team has also received the Sovereign land lease.
