








A motion was made by Mr. Patteson to recommend the Fiscal Year 2013 
List of Project Priorities. This motion was seconded by Mr. Houston. 
There was no additional discussion. The motion passed unanimously. 

C. FEDERAL TRANSIT ADMINISTRATION (FT A) 
5303 GRANT APPLICATION 
MEMO: templlCACa10.03 
Ms. Beltran stated that these are Federal funds which the MPO receives for 
transit planning. Staff time is funded with this grant. It is a fixed amount 
which FDOT provides and this year that figure is $52,952.00. This grant 
differs from other FT A grants in that it is funneled through the State so it is 
received through a joint participation agreement with the District Office as 
opposed to other Federal transit grants which contain a master agreement 
with FTA directly. These funds are reflected in the Final TIP. Once the 
updated forms have been received from FDOT, it will be included with the 
Project Budget, which is in the agenda package, and will be submitted to 
FDOT for funding. These forms are due by the end of June, which is why 
they are being brought to you at this time. Ms. Beltran requested 
recommendation for staff to move forward with the 5303 grant application 
process. 

A motion was made by Mr. Houston to recommend that staff move 
forward with the 5303 grant application process. This motion was 
seconded by Mr. Patteson. There was no further discussion. The motion 
passed unanimously. 

6. COMMENTS FROM COMMITTEE MEMBERS 
Mr. Patteson asked about the amount of authority the Citizen's Advisory 
Committee (CAC) would have with respect to FDOT's facilitation of changing US 
1, or other local area roadways. Ms. Beltran stated that the MPO committees have 
been put in place through Federal Legislation, to make recommendations, review 
projects, and give the local opinion to the MPO Board, who in turn will direct 
FDOT. Mr. Patteson would like to know how the County and State make their 
determinations of the road ingress and egresses, in particular off of SR 714 into the 
industrial park [Sands Commerce Center] and off of US 1 onto westbound 
Pomeroy. Ms. Beltran stated that she will check into this and get back with him. 
She stated that the MPO staff has recently asked FDOT to be part of their 
"scoping" process, which means when FDOT is installing a turning lane or light, 
that they have a six month time period where the project is "scoped", and FDOT 
takes this project to different agencies and the projects are reviewed to add their 
expertise to the scoping process (i.e. a bicycle coordinator would give opinions on 
bike lanes, a rail signal coordinator would give opinions on rail crossing effects, 
etc.). Now staff will be involved in that scoping process, which will give the 
County an earlier view as to what is planned in order to initiate change, if needed. 

Mr. Zilg offered a recommendation to see improved bike lanes on US 1. Mr. 
Patteson stated that there has been a new state law passed stating that there should 
be five feet between a vehicle and a bicycle. It was noted that the law actually 
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only allows three feet between vehicles and bicycles. Ms. Beltran mentioned that 
the BP AC is working on trying to increase bicycle safety through education and 
possible public service announcements. 

Mr. Zilg inquired if there was going to be a lane for the buses to pull into in order 
to pick up people from the proposed bus shelters. Ms. Beltran stated that is why a 
corridor study would be beneficial to the US 1 Corridor. The study will determine 
the needs in order to seek the solutions. 

Mr. Houston stated that Mr. Dan Burton offers presentations on corridor and 
design elements. Ms. Beltran added that Mr. Burton recently gave a presentation 
at the Regional Planning Council (RPC), and she acknowledged that he does have 
positive and innovative suggestions in an effort to increase the flow of traffic. Mr. 
Patteson stated that Hollywood, Florida, has implemented single lanes, round­
abouts and reliever roads in some of their corridors which have improved their 
traffic problems dramatically. 

Mr. Houston noted that instead of having dedicated bike lanes, there is on-street 
parking, which slows traffic, and the bikes have to share the roadways with the 
cars. Mr. DeFronzo stated that it's difficult to ride in a bicycle lane next to parked 
cars as riders have to constantly focus on who is getting in or out of a vehicle and 
watching for car doors to swing out in front of them. If bicycles were sharing the 
road with cars, that could be less of an issue, but the speed limit dictates. If cars 
are going 35 miles an hour you can't have bicycles in the roadways. 

Mr. Houston asked if the MPO plays any role in providing ride share programs 
between St. Lucie and Martin Counties. People could call in to see if they could 
be matched up with others who would be riding to the same areas. Ms. Beltran 
stated that FDOT has a program called the South Florida Commuter Services 
Program. They have a Treasure Coast liaison, Teresa Lane, who works with St. 
Lucie and Martin Counties. She is mainly focused on ride sharing, car and van 
pools, but she has helped out with transit, as well. Ms. Beltran will provide Ms. 
Lane's contact information to Mr. Houston. 

Mr. Houston stated that buses still have a negative connotation. One way other 
areas have found to improve the impression of the buses is to have it look "cooler". 
He stated that an ad campaign would be very beneficial to increase ridership and 
promote a positive impression about the busses. 

Mr. Zilg inquired about the traffic counts, and why they are taken after season. 
Ms. Beltran stated that traffic counts are tallied during the season and after, so they 
do have an accurate idea of the traffic at any given time. Ms. Beltran will check 
into the traffic counts performed on County Line Road in the Little Club 
Condominium area, as requested by Mr. Zilg.

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8. COMMENTS FROM FDOT 
Mr. DeFronzo noted that he would like to see FDOT attend the CAC meetings. Ms. 
Beltran stated that there will be a couple of combination CAC and T AC meetings this year. 
The first joint meeting will be September 28, 2011 where FDOT will make their 
presentation for the Tentative Work Program. Historically the CAC doesn't get to hear 
FDOT's presentation so Ms. Beltran thought this would be an opportunity for the members 
to ask FDOT representatives their questions directly. These joint meetings will benefit 
both committees as each grou~ can hear the concerns of the other and the corresponding 
resolution. The September 28t meeting was scheduled due to the Census possibly causing 
Congressional re-districting. This is why information has come to the meetings earlier this 
year. FDOT wants their projects in place before the re-districting begins. The September 
7, 2011 meeting will remain in place for the time being as it is easier to cancel a meeting 
than schedule one. Ms. Beltran did note that she will be contacting some of the members 
as there have been some who have had three absences in a row, and the committee needs to 
know if those members want to continue to remain on the committee.
