BACKGROUND
The FTA Section 5303 Grant Program provides funding for the planning activities adopted in the Unified Planning Work
Program (upWP) that support the economic vitality of the metropolitan area, enhance the accessibility and mobility of
people and freight, improve connectivity between modes, protect the environment, and improve the safety and security of
the transportation system. Martin MPO's current two-year UPWP for FY2010111-FY2011112 was adopted by the MPO
Policy Board on May 3, 2010.

Section 5303 funds are first apportioned to the Florida Department of Transportation (FOOT), and FOOT then distributes
these planning funds to the MPO's through a Joint Participation Agreement (JPA) between the MPO and FOOT. On
September 20,2010, the MPO Policy Board approved a five-year JPA between Martin MPO and FDOT, allowing funding
to be allocated during the next four years by updating the Exhibits to this Agreement. Revising the exhibits on an annual
basis will enable FOOT to allocate future 5303 funds to the Martin MPO without going through the Department's
Agreement process every year.

ISSUES
The Martin MPO's FTA Section 5303 allocation for FY2011/12 is $66,190, as shown by the attached application project
budget.
