TRANSPORTATION DISADVANTAGED (TD) PROGRAM UPDATE lOF

BACKGROUND 

On December 6, 2010, the Local Coordinating Board discussed changing the trip priortization list in the 
Transportation Disadvantaged Service Program (TDSP). Due to limited funding, all TD funds have been spent 
on medical trips of which 80% of the TD funds are used on recurring medical trips to the Treasure Coast 
Kidney Center. The remaining funds are generally spent within the first week of the month. 

On March 7, 2011 the Local Coordinating Board voted and approved a change to the TD trip priortization list. 
The revised trip priortization list will allow for 50% of the total TD monthly allocation cost to be distributed to 
recurring or subscription trips. The remaining monthly allocation would allow for medical trips (non­
subscription) for TD clients throughout the County. 

On May 12, 2011, the TD Working Group made up of MPO and FDOT staff, MTM (the Community 
Transportation Coordinator), and the Community Coach (the public transit provider) met to discuss the 
Consultant Assistance Program through Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT). The purpose of this 
Program is to assist the CTC with the implementation of transportation alternatives developed by the TD 
Working Group. 

ISSUES 
On June 6, 2011, the LCB voted to approve the annual update ofthe Transportation Disadvantaged Service 
Plan (TDSP) which included the revised trip priortization allowing for only 50% of the total TD monthly 
allocation cost to be distributed to recurring or subscription trips. 

Attached please find the summary of the scope of work for the Center for Urban Transportation Research 
(CUTR) to implement strategies (including a volunteer program, voucher program, and ridesharing) to increase 
the number of trips provided to the TD residents of Martin County. 

In addition, at the June 201
h meeting, staff will update the Board on the Coordination Agreement 

between the Council on Aging/Community Coach and MTM, the Community Transportation 
Coordinator.

The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) has contracted with the Center for 
Urban Transportation Research (CUTR) at the University of South Florida to provide 
research and technical assistance to Medical Transportation Management (MTM, Inc.), 
the Community Transportation Coordinator (CTC) of Martin County. 

CUTR will assist the CTC with formation of a TD Steering Committee made up of 
members of various agencies throughout FDOT's District Four. CUTR will assist the 
Steering Committee with collaboration efforts and implementation strategies and actions 
developed by Martin County's TD Working Group (see attached table) that will overall: 

• Maintain the current level of transportation service for Transportation 
Disadvantaged residents of Martin County to dialysis treatment centers 

• Increase the number of trips provided to Transportation Disadvantaged residents 
of Martin County 

• Expand the network of transportation providers in Martin County 
• Improve mobility for all residents of Martin County 
• Enhance working relationships among all stakeholders involved with the 

Transportation Disadvantaged program in Martin County 
• Engage the Local Coordinating Board, Martin County, the Martin MPO and other 

stakeholders 
• Serve as a model for other Community Transportation Coordinators throughout 

FDOT' s District 4
