41 AC | kF Kevin explained that it was the desire of the County Commission to provide street trees
) with all new sidewalk projects where feasible. It was acknowledged that the Palm City
project actually deleted the street trees from the scope of work to insure that the
available funds could cover the additional sidewalk desited.

It was determined that street trees would be difficult to provide within the road tights-
of-way due to the width of the remaining right-of-way between the proposed sidewalk
and edge of pavement and clear zone requirements.

43 AR |TR It was suggested that the street trees could be located behind the proposed sidewalk, on
ptivate propetty, or on the other side of the roadway. After further discussion it was
determined that the County would implement an “Adopt A Tree” progtam. The
residents/home ownets which are adjacent to the new sidewalk will be given the
opportunity to consent to a tree being planted on their property as long as they
promised to maintain the tree after installation. There would only be one tree provided
pet propetty and the tree should be placed within 5° of the sidewalk to provide shading.
