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21 PURPOSE OF TIP

The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is compatible with the Florida State Transportation
Improvement Plan (STIP) and produced by the Martin Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) to coordinate
transportation related projects of Federal, State, or regionally significant local governments in the MPO area.
This is accomplished through a staged multi-year program of transportation projects and serves as the formal
and primary means of project related communications among public and private entities at the local, state, and
federal levels. The TIP includes all projects funded by Title 23 and 49 USC (United States Code) in the MPO
area, and projects funded with local funds. The TIP contains all regionally significant transportation projects for
which federal action is required, whether or not the projects are to be funded with Title 23 and Title 49 funds.
Large, regionally significant projects will include phasing for a clearer picture of the work to be accomplished.
Smaller projects such as pedestrian walkways, bicycle transportation facilities, or transportation enhancement
projects may not be shown by phase.

2.2  FINANCIAL PLAN

The TIP is compatible with the STIP and based upon the Tentative Work Program of the Florida Department of
Transportation (FDOT), District IV, the Capital Improvement Programs (CIP) of Martin County and the City of
Stuart, the 2030 Regional Long Range Transportation Plan (RLRTP), and the previous year's TIP. Individually,
every resource for the TIP is financially constrained (projects are limited by the amount of funds available) for
each year, and all projects identified can be implemented using current and proposed revenue sources. The
CIPs, the Tentative Work Program, and the 2030 RLRTP each are organized on the basis of a financial plan
which may include Federal, State, and locally dedicated (gas tax and impact fees) transportation revenues.
The certainty of funding for the TIP relies on the certainty of funding for each resource contribution as herein
reflected.

2.3 PROJECT SELECTION

In accordance with 23 CFR 450.332(b), federally funded project selection for the Martin MPQO’s Metropolitan
Planning Area (MPA), with certain exceptions, is carried out by the MPO in cooperation with the FDOT and the
transit operator. The 2030 RLRTP plays a major role in identifying projects for selection through the identifying
needs and cost feasible projects in developing the RLRTP. In addition to the long range plan, all existing major
streets and highways in the MPA are subjected to an analysis of historical growth trends of traffic volumes on
each facility. Using these growth trends, traffic volumes are projected into the future and compared to the
existing or proposed traffic capacities to determine a year in the future when traffic volumes could be expected
to approach traffic capacities on each facility. This information, in conjunction with the RLRTP and needs
identified provide ample basis for establishing project priorities consistent with the eight planning factors
considered in the annual selection of Project Priorities and subsequent development of a TIP pursuant to the
Safe Accountable Flexible Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU).

2.4 CONSISTENCY WITH OTHER PLANS

The 2030 RLRTP was adopted by the MPO on February 13, 2006 after a duly advertised public hearing. The
transportation elements of the Martin County and City of Stuart's Comprehensive Growth Management Plans
reflect the Martin County MPO 2030 RLRTP goals and the goals set forth in the Fiorida Transportation Plan
(FTP), to the maximum extent feasible.

In cooperation with the Martin, St. Lucie, and Indian River MPOs, and the Treasure Coast Regional Planning
Council, the FDOT has developed a Treasure Coast Regional Planning Model Il based on common network
and modeling parameters, including socioeconomic data and growth data.

To the maximum extent feasible, the TIP is consistent with the Treasure Coast Strategic Regional Policy Plan,
the Witham Field Master Plan, the Martin County Transportation Disadvantaged Service Plan, the Regional
Transit Development Plan, and the approved Comprehensive Plans of Martin County, the City of Stuart, the
Town of Sewall’'s Point, the Town of Jupiter Island, and the Town of Ocean Breeze. The TIP, where
applicable, is drawn from and fully consistent with projects listed in the MPQO'’s Cost Feasible Plan of the 2030
RLRTP.
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25 MAJOR PROJECTS

The major highway projects, prioritized by the Martin MPO Policy Board, and included in the FDOT's Tentative
Work Program for federal and state funding, are described below. The projects have been developed for
consistency with the goals and objectives of the Martin MPO’s 2030 RLRTP and the goals and objectives in
the State’s 2025 FTP.

Indian Street Bridge: (Bridge Construction Underway) New four lane bridge crossing and roadway corridor
along CR 714 from Florida’s Turnpike to east of Willoughby Blvd. On April 15, 2009, the Florida Legislative
Budget Commission approved with a recommendation from the Governor the funding of $128,057,455 from the
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009. This major infusion of funds will allow FDOT to begin
construction of the Indian Street Bridge and the new roadway segment from Mapp Road to Kanner Highway in
August of 2010. This main segment of the Indian Street Bridge project is scheduled for completion in July
2012.

During the most recent project prioritization process involving FDOT and the Martin MPO in September 2010,
the western and eastern roadway alignments of the initial Indian Street Bridge roadway corridor project were
segmented into two separate projects as follows:

Indian Street Bridge/CR 714/Martin Highway — Western Segment (FY 2011 Priority 1): This segment
includes the expansion and reconstruction of CR 714 from a two to four lane roadway from the Florida
Turnpike east to Mapp Road joining the main segment of the new Bridge. The Preliminary Engineering phase
for the Western Segment is currently programmed for FY 2012.

Indian Street Bridge/CR 714/Indian Street — Eastern Segment (FY 2011 Priority 3): This segment includes
the lane expansion and reconstruction of Indian Street from the main Bridge project segment beginning east of
Kanner Highway to just east of Willoughby Blvd. The Preliminary Engineering phase for the Eastern Segment
is currently programmed for FY 2012.

SR-76 / Kanner Highway: (FY 2011 Priority 2) Expansion of SR-76 from CR-711 to Monterey Road from four
to six lanes. A prior PD & E study was completed by FDOT from Monterey Road to Cove Road. The MPO
Board requested in FY 08 that the PD & E be updated and extended to include the additional segment from
Cove Road to CR-711. The PD & E for the extended segment began with a public kick-off meeting on April 16,
2009. The PD & E project is currently in the alternatives development stage. The Preliminary Engineering
phase of SR-76 is currently programmed for FY 2012.

Green River Parkway: A new two lane highway extension from SR-707 to Jensen Beach Blvd. The 2030
RLRTP identified the need for this facility to have four lanes, but the project was reduced to two lanes because
of ROW and funding limitations. Partial funding for this project was received through FY 2009 TRIP program.
This roadway is identified as an emerging primary regional facility in the 2030 Plan. This project is currently
under construction and is scheduled for completion in November 2010.

Western Palm City Corridor: Five miles of a new two lane facility connecting Becker Road to SR 714
facilitating movement through and between developed areas of Martin and St. Lucie Counties. This roadway is
identified in the 2030 RLRTP as a needed, emerging regional facility. This project was completed during the
end of 2008 and the entire corridor is now referred to as Citrus Bivd.

Willoughby Boulevard (FY 2011 Priority 4): New four lane connection between Monterey and US-1. This
project completes the Willoughby corridor to the north by connecting to US-1. The Willoughby corridor serves
as a reliever north/south facility to US-1. The project is currently in the Design and ROW acquisition phase.
Construction is planned to begin in FY 2014.

3.3 TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT PROJECTS

The MPO Policy Board prioritizes the annual transportation enhancement projects based on ranking
recommendations provided by the three MPO Advisory Committees: the Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC),
the Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC), and the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC).

New FDOT application rules require that the minimum amount of Enhancement funds requested per project be
$200,000. This required minimum amount is established for the purpose of receiving project submittals that
are substantial in scope to justify the administration and regulatory efforts required to implement the
Enhancement Program.

Approved TE applications are funded three fiscal years after they are approved. All approved and
pending projects are reflected on the following table.

3.4 BIKE, PED, BUS SHELTER BOX FUND

The Martin MPO annually considers funding Bicycle, Pedestrian, Sidewalk & Bus Shelter projects for funding
from “Box” funds with an expectation for an average annual funding level of $200,000. These projects are
identified three years in advance of funds received for them; the list of these projects is provided to FDOT
annually as part of the MPOs list of Project Priorities. Specific projects identified through this process included
by FDOT for inclusion in its 5-Year Work Program. In turn, once the MPO receives the FDOT Work Program,
the projects are made part of the MPO’s adopted TIP.

The list of FY 2011 Project Priorities was approved by the MPO Policy Board and submitted to FDOT in
September of 2009.

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3.5 CONGESTION MANAGEMENT PROCESS

Maintenance of a CMP is a requirement for all MPOs under Florida law and for MPOs in Transportation
Management Areas under federal law. A CMP is a tool that provides information needed to evaluate and
improve traffic flows. The CMP is intended to relieve congestion and enhance mobility by establishing
methods to monitor and evaluate performance, identifying alternative actions, assessing and implementing
cost-effective actions, and evaluating the effectiveness of implemented actions. The process is a tool that
needs to be effectively incorporated into the MPQO’s project prioritization process, Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP), and Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).

On December 17, 2007, the MPO Policy Board reviewed a CMP update that included a proposal for an
Advanced Traffic Management System (ATMS) on five major arterial corridors in Martin County. The system
would include enhanced electronic communications, real time traffic monitoring, and optimized signal timings to
improved traffic flows. The total cost for a phased in implementation of the ATMS was estimated to be
$4,856,218. The current level of funding programmed for this project would cover the implementation of three
of the nine planned phases. The MPO Board approved the ATMS proposal during the December 17, 2007
meeting. Martin County and FDOT executed a Joint Participation Agreement on June 30, 2008 to begin
implementation and the request-for-proposal process for the ATMS in FY09. A Notice-to-Proceed was
awarded to the contractor on April 20, 2009 to begin development of the Traffic Monitoring Center and Phase A
— US 1 from Monterey Road (SR 714) to the Roosevelt Bridge. Construction of the ATMS will be ongoing
through 2010.

Up until FY 2009, the Martin MPO received approximately $500,000 annually in CMP Box Funds. However,
since FY 2010, the Martin MPO CMP Box has remained unfunded in the FDOT Work Program.

3.7 TRANSPORTATION REGIONAL INCENTIVE PROGRAM (TRIP)

The 2005 Florida Legislature enacted the Florida Transportation Regional Incentive Program (TRIP) through
Senate Bill 360. The stated purpose of the program is to encourage regional planning by providing state
matching funds for improvements to regionally significant transportation facilities identified and prioritized by
regional partners. General Revenue Funds were appropriated through this growth management legislation in
the amount of, $880 miillion for FY 2006 through FY 2010.

Two of the critical eligibility criteria to be met were that:

1) Eligible groups are required to be a partner, through an inter-local agreement, to a regional transportation
planning entity; and

2) That the partners would represent a regional transportation planning area and develop a plan that identifies and
prioritizes regionally significant facilities.

Both threshold eligibility criteria have been met by the Martin MPO to make application for TRIP funding:

1) On February 13, 20086, the Martin MPO adopted the Martin/St. Lucie Metropolitan Planning Organization 2030
RLRTP through MPO Resolution 06-01. This same regional plan had been adopted by the St. Lucie MPO on
February 1, 2006.

2) An inter-local agreement was entered into by the Martin MPO with the St. Lucie on April 10, 2006. The Indian
River County MPO also became a party to this agreement. The Treasure Coast Transportation Council (TCTC)
was created through this agreement.

A Regional Project Prioritization and Selection Process was developed by the Martin, St. Lucie and Indian
River MPOs in early 2007. This process was adopted by the TCTC on May 14, 2007 and incorporated into the
RLRTPs by formal amendment by the Joint Martin and St. Lucie MPO Policy Board on June 27, 2007. The
TRIP Process will be utilized for identification and selection of regional projects for available TRIP funds to be
submitted to FDOT before October 1% for any year for which funds are available.

The only project programmed for TRIP funding in the Martin MPO 2010 TIP was the PD&E study for the
Kanner Hwy (SR 76) lane expansion in an amount of $169,800 providing a total 2010 contribution to this
project in the amount of $339,600. TRIP is currently unfunded for FY 2011.
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3.6 TRANSIT & TRANSPORTATION DISADVANTAGED

The Martin County transit program of projects was compiled through collaborative discussions with Martin
County, Martin MPO and Council on Aging to determine specific capital needs for the enhancement of the
transit system. The Transit Development Plan assists in the identification of specific capital and operating
needs. Once the program of projects was compiled, it was taken through the MPQO’s Public Involvment
Process, reviewed by the MPO’s Advisory Committees and approved by the Martin MPO Policy Board.

Funding for the Martin County transit program of projects is provided through a number of Federal Transit
Administration programs, to include Section 5307 & 5310 capital assistance, and Section 5311 rural
assistance. The projects that exceed the Martin County cost threshold for inclusion in the CIP are reflected on
the CIP sheets for Martin County in this document. Consequently, the individual projects are not reflected in
the STIP, but rather the funding source for all projects, such as FTA Section 5307, is identified. Beyond these
projects, The transit portion of the TIP includes projects which are funded through programs that are granted to
other agencies such as the Council on Aging (Bus Purchases), and various Operating Assistance fund
sources, such as State Block Grants and Section 5311 Rural Assistance.

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5.0 PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT PROCESS

The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) has followed the requirements of the most recent Federal
transportation legislation, the Safe Accountable Flexible Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users
(SAFETEA-LU), which calls for a Continuing, Cooperative, and Comprehensive transportation planning
approach. This approach is prescribed for the creation of operational and planning documents regularly
developed in accordance with all applicable federal, state, and local requirements. Included in these
documents is the Transportation Improvement Program, covering a 5-year planning horizon.

In order to fulfill the public involvement requirements set forth by SAFETEA-LU legislation for the TIP, the
Martin MPO has taken the following steps to generate adequate public input:

0)) An advertised Public Hearing was held for the FY 2011/12 to 2014/15 TIP by the Martin MPO Policy
Board prior to its adoption on June 21, 2010. Prior to the Hearing, the MPO made the TIP available to the
public at the Blake Library in Martin County, at the front desk lobby of the Martin County Administration
Building and on the MPQO’s website: www.martinmpo.com. In addition to providing hard copies of the draft
document, at present all county libraries have computers equipped with high-speed Internet access and are
staffed with personnel to assist any residents in accessing the MPO Website. The Draft TIP was made
available April 30, 2010, to allow residents at least 45 days for input, and an ad was placed in the Stuart News
informing the public of its availability.
